Fourteen churches from the Kisii and Kisumu areas contributed toward meeting costs, and we were
able to build a small structure on a 50' x 75' plot for $1,000. We plan to purchase the property next
year for $1,500. To reimburse our Legacy Fund, we will need to raise $2,500. Thank you for
praying for this new work in the Gwasi Hills.

South Nyanza Baptist College

We praise the Lord for a strong year with 108 students enrolled. This December, 25 students will
graduate in ceremonies held in Kisii and Kisumu. These men and women have completed one-year,
three-year, and five-year programs and are already serving faithfully in their churches.

$25,000, and we hope to sell our current truck for about $5,000 toward that amount.
